	GBL AND OTHER 'LEGAL HIGHS' BANNED
A range of former so called ‘legal highs’ including GBL, BZP and man-made chemicals sprayed on herbal smoking products such as ‘Spice’ are now illegal.

As part of the our commitment to tackle the emerging threat of so called ‘legal highs’, the substances now banned under the Misuse of Drugs Act 1971 include:  

· chemical solvent GBL (Gamma-Butyrolactone) and a similar chemical – which are converted into GHB (Gamma-Hydroxybutyrate) in the body and often used as ‘club drugs’ – are now controlled as Class C drugs when intended for human consumption 

· synthetic cannabinoids – man-made chemicals sprayed on herbal smoking products such as ‘Spice’, which act on the body in a similar way to cannabis but can be far more potent, are now controlled as Class B drugs alongside cannabis 

· BZP (Benzylpiperazine) and related piperazines, which are stimulants, similar to amphetamine, are now controlled as Class C drugs. 
	FORCE COMMENTARY/ IMPLICATIONS:
All operational officers and police staff need to be aware of new legislation in order that correct action is taken when dealing with the substances.
ACTIONS/ RECOMMENDATIONS:
Circulation of information throughout the Force.

	NEW PLANS FOR SMARTER WORKING TO HELP POLICE FIGHT CRIME AND TACKLE ANTISOCIAL BEHAVIOUR
The Home Secretary has launched a new programme of measures to help the police work smarter to fight crime, tackle anti-social behaviour and further increase public confidence.

The policing white paper will make the police more accountable to the public and deliver significant cost savings by working better in partnership, improving efficiency and standardising procurement.

Protecting the public: supporting the police to succeed (new window) builds on the successful reforms in the 2008 policing green paper that have put the public at the heart of policing. This has been achieved through neighbourhood policing, the single confidence target, the policing pledge and the 'Justice seen, justice done' campaign.


	FORCE COMMENTARY/ IMPLICATIONS:
By tackling crime in a more efficient and cost-effective manner, potential for public confidence to increase. Also, increased partnership working will ensure that the responsibility for dealing with crime and ASB is shared by all relevant agencies. The plans also include the introduction of a “national standard” in many aspects of police work, therefore Forces need to be prepared.

All Heads of Departments and BCUs to note.

	HEALTH MINISTER ANNOUNCES CCTV PILOT PROJECT
A new CCTV pilot to help reduce violent and aggressive behaviour towards NHS staff has begun, Health Minister Edwina Hart announced.

The £300,000 Welsh Assembly Government funded project will see CCTV cameras installed in four accident and emergency departments across Wales and five ambulances in Cardiff.

The 12-month pilot aims to gather evidence to support the prosecution of people who are violent and aggressive against NHS staff.
The four hospitals involved are the Prince Charles Hospital in Merthyr Tydfil; the Royal Gwent Hospital, Newport; West Wales General Hospital in Carmarthen and Ysbyty Gwynedd in Bangor. Five ambulances from the Blackweir Ambulance Station in Cardiff will also be fitted with CCTV systems.
	FORCE COMMENTARY/ IMPLICATIONS:
Operational and investigating officers and staff to be aware of the availability of additional investigative resources in such cases, as such evidence could secure prosecution as well as prevent such crimes in the future. 
ACTIONS/ RECOMMENDATIONS:
Forces to raise awareness among operational and investigating officers and staff.

	TACKLING DOMESTIC ABUSE AND VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN IS A TOP PRIORITY, SAYS MINISTER
Social Justice and Local Government Minister Carl Sargeant has expressed his support for the ongoing Violence against Women and Domestic Abuse Christmas Publicity campaign.

The Minister said that tackling domestic abuse and other forms of violence against women will be one of his top priorities. The campaign raises awareness of the ‘early warning signs’ of an abusive relationship, and publicises the ways in which the Wales Domestic Abuse helpline provides support to people experiencing domestic abuse.
The Welsh Assembly Government takes the problem of violence against women and domestic abuse very seriously, with an extra £1 million added to the violence against women and domestic abuse budget for next year, taking the total budget to £4.7 million.

Care for victims will be rolled out through Sexual Assault Referral Centres (SARCs) – where specialist staff are trained to counsel victims, and where police and other health practitioners can refer victims for examination, screening and treatment.

Dangerous drivers who seriously injure others should spend longer in jail, Justice Secretary Jack Straw announced today.

The maximum prison sentence for dangerous driving will be increased from two to five years, allowing courts to impose tougher punishments on dangerous drivers who devastate the lives of others.

	REVIEW OF CAUTIONS AND ON-THE-SPOT FINES
A review of how cautions and on-the-spot fines are used for serious crimes was launched today by Jack Straw, Home Secretary Alan Johnson and Attorney General Baroness Scotland.

The review will consider:

· How the number of out-of-court disposals used by the police and CPS has changed in recent years as crime has fallen and convictions have remained stable; 

· the reasons for variation between areas in how many of these disposals they administer and whether they are used consistently; 

· whether criminal justice agencies are complying with guidance on the use of out-of-court disposals, including whether they are being inappropriately used for serious offences and whether persistent offenders are repeatedly receiving out-of-court disposals; 

· the extent to which out-of-court disposals are complied with by offenders and how effectively they are enforced; 

· evidence on the effectiveness of out-of-court disposals, including their effect on re-offending and on promoting public confidence and victim satisfaction.

Forces to ensure that out-of-court disposals are utilised appropriately; improper use could affect public confidence.
ACTIONS/ RECOMMENDATIONS:
Liaison with CPS / Courts to ensure that more serious offences are being dealt with appropriately; Citizen Focus Board to be aware.

	TIME FOR LAST MINUTE SHIFT CHANGES TO GO?
SHIFTS being altered and rest days cancelled at the last minute could be a thing of the past if proposed national guidance on variable working is introduced, Police Review has learned. 

New guidance on shift patterns that will ensure officers know their shifts three months in advance and prevent them from working more than four nights in a row, will mean 'immeasurable' improvements on police officers' welfare, said Sgt Carl Mason, an expert in shift working. 

In January, the Police Negotiating Board will decide whether to accept new guidance on variable working submitted by Simon Ash, chief constable of Suffolk Constabulary and ACPO lead on variable working. It states that officers' average working week should be between 34 and 38 hours, they should work no more than four consecutive nights and no more than four consecutive identical duties and they must have at least one day off a week.

Should guidance be implemented, potential affect on resource management activity. Chief Insp. Demand management Project to be aware in relation to progressing Force rota pattern.
ACTIONS/ RECOMMENDATIONS:
Forces to be aware of necessity to plan ahead in order to ensure that potential changes to shifts do not affect efficiency, effectiveness or service delivery.

Today’s Pre-Budget Report shows the Government is committed to growth and supporting families and frontline services, the Prime Minister has said.
In a message following the Chancellor’s speech to the House of Commons today, Gordon Brown said Government’s priorities were to secure economic recovery, halve the deficit and protect the services people rely on.

“Strong growth will be vital to getting the public finances back in shape. But on its own it won’t be enough to meet our commitment, which we are enshrining in law, to halve the deficit in four years. That will mean fair taxes - and by fair we mean that those most able to pay will pay the most - ruthless efficiencies by Whitehall, and tough decisions to make cuts to some budgets and scrap some programmes no longer needed. But I assure you that all along we will protect schools, Sure Start centres, and frontline NHS and policing - those essential services which we all pay for and all need at times.”
