	MEPHEDRONE BAN COMES INTO FORCE IN UK
A ban on synthetic stimulant mephedrone has come into force across the UK.

Under the drug classification rules, anyone found carrying Mephedrone could face up to five years imprisonment - while dealers could receive up to 14 years. 

The Association of Chief Police Officers urged forces to target dealers, saying that it had no intention of criminalising young people who had been using it. In the days running up to the ban, police officers and local councils approached retailers who were selling the drug asking them to voluntarily surrender supplies. A number of websites that were selling the drug have also closed down.

	POLICE TO UNVEIL NEW CHILD ABDUCTION ALERT SYSTEM
Police will unveil a new nationwide alert system for enlisting the public to help them rescue abducted children next month. The new network, comparable to the amber alert system in the United States, will be compatible with other European countries for the first time. As a result a continent-wide alert could be issued in circumstances where youngsters may be taken across national borders.  Regional and national television and radio stations will broadcast messages, in some cases interrupting scheduled programmes.

The system is being co-ordinated by the National Police Improvement Agency (NPIA) and any national abduction will be led by Greater Manchester Police. Chief Constable Peter Neyroud, who heads the NPIA, said the new alert will be launched on May 25, International Missing Children's Day.

A survey found 40% of men and a quarter of women drink to excess every day. Of these, almost a quarter of men and 13% of women consume more than twice the recommended units of alcohol.

Reacting to the figures, the Assembly Government said it would now use the report’s findings and recommendations to inform ongoing policy development to educate people about the dangers of binge-drinking.

	CRIME AND SECURITY BILL 2009-10
Following agreement by both Houses on the text of the Bill it received Royal Assent on 8 April. The Bill is now an Act of Parliament (law). This Bill contains a range of policing, crime and security measures:

· reduces information requirements for police stops and searches 

· establishes new time limits for the retention of DNA samples, DNA profiles and fingerprints (following a European Court of Human Rights judgement) together with extensions to the circumstances in which such samples can be collected 

· introduces a new Domestic Violence Protection Notice, by which a senior police officer could require a suspected perpetrator to stop molesting a victim and to leave the premises, pending application to court for the Bill’s new Domestic Violence Protection Order 

· extends the new injunctions to prevent gang-related violence to under 18s 

· strengthens the legal assumption that a court will make a parenting order when 10-15 year olds are convicted for a breach of an anti-social behaviour order 

· establishes a new licensing requirement for businesses carrying out vehicle immobilisation, in addition to the existing one for individuals 

· introduces a new criminal offence of possessing a mobile telephone in prison 

· introduces a new offence of allowing minors access to air weapons

The Bribery Act reforms the criminal law to provide a new, modern and comprehensive scheme of bribery offences that will enable courts and prosecutors to respond more effectively to bribery at home or abroad.
· provide a more effective legal framework to combat bribery in the public or private sectors 

· replace the fragmented and complex offences at common law and in the Prevention of Corruption Acts 1889-1916 

· create two general offences covering the offering, promising or giving of an advantage, and requesting, agreeing to receive or accepting of an advantage 

· create a discrete offence of bribery of a foreign public official 

· create a new offence of failure by a commercial organisation to prevent a bribe being paid for or on its behalf (it will be a defence if the organisation has adequate procedures in place to prevent bribery) 

· require the Secretary of State to publish guidance about procedures that relevant commercial organisations can put in place to prevent bribery on their behalf 

· help tackle the threat that bribery poses to economic progress and development around the world.

The Home Office have published the Government’s “Cyber Crime Strategy” which sets out the Government’s proposals for tackling cyber crime.

The new strategy has five key elements:

1 -  Co-ordination to tackle cyber crime across Government: there is already significant work across Government to tackle cyber crime. We will ensure that there is enhanced leadership to provide a clear focus for cyber crime issues. We will ensure that this work will link closely with the overall cyber security approach set out in the Government’s Cyber Security Strategy.

2 -  Provision of an effective law enforcement response: We will continue to support all of the existing law enforcements units that respond to cyber crime, and will seek to enhance their operational and intelligence functions through the development of accurate reporting mechanisms for the public.

3 - Raise public confidence: We will strengthen the links with Get Safe Online and with the work done on the “Think U Know” programme run by CEOP, to ensure that the public continue to have accurate information on how to keep themselves safe on line.

4 -  Work with industry: We will work with the private sector to prevent e-crime, through the e-crime and disorder reduction partnership, and through the cyber industrial strategy being developed by the OCS.

5 -  Work internationally: We will maximise collective efforts overseas — from capacity building through to strengthening multilateral institutions. We will continue to lead efforts to ensure that children are protected online and that there is good co-operation between law enforcement agencies internationally.”

	NEW IPCC STATUTORY GUIDANCE 

The Independent Police Complaints Commission has launched new guidance making the police complaints system more responsive to public concerns. The IPCC’s Revised Statutory Guidance, which acts as a 'Highway Code' on how the police should handle complaints, came into effect on 1 April 2010. Previously the complaints system has been solely focussed on whether an officer committed misconduct and if so how they should be dealt with. The vast majority of complaints are handled by the police service and the revised guidance encourages them to acknowledge poor service, apologise and put things right whether or not an individual officer is at fault.

The guidance states that complaints should be upheld when the service has fallen below an acceptable standard, and not just when misconduct against an officer can be proved. The guidance also aims to cut bureaucracy and speed up how forces deal with lower level complaints. It emphasises that individual officers should still be held rigorously to account where they are alleged to have committed criminal or disciplinary offences.

	FIRE SAFETY (EMPLOYEES' CAPABILITIES) (ENGLAND) REGULATIONS 2010 (SI 2010/471)
From 6 April 2010, new regulations will clarify an employer’s responsibilities to consider the capabilities of their workers to undertake any fire safety-related tasks or assignments.

Employers will have to consider:

• what a worker is able and unable to do when giving them tasks

• how these capabilities may affect their ability to deal with fire-related risks.

For example, a worker's capabilities as regards fire safety must be considered if they are asked to work with petrol.

These regulations re-impose a duty that:

• was in place before the Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005 came into force in October 2006

• is implicit in wider health and safety duties

Police and the highways agency have previously claimed that ANPR cameras on the roads do not transmit images of drivers. But internal guidelines produced by the national policing improvement agency shows that in some areas ANPR ‘routinely’ captures the faces of front-seat occupants’. According to the document, the images are held on a database in Hendon, north London for at least two years – without drivers knowledge or permission. 

The civil rights group liberty is now planning to launch a high court privacy action against police chiefs.
